The S.C. House of Representatives Judiciary Committee will be holding a series
of hearings across South Carolina in March and April on the House’s redistricting effort.

The hearings are being held to get input from the public about where lines should
be drawn and how redistricting Congressional and state House districts should affect
various communities throughout the state.
